Whatôs the Difference?

1. Native Species
Å Species indigenous to a region at the time of European 

settlement

2. Non-native Species (Exotic, Introduced, Alien)

Å Accidental or purposeful introduction of a species 

outside of its historic range 

3. Invasive Species (Noxious)

Å Species that rapidly reproduces, displaces native species 

and causes ecological, economic or societal harm

4. Nuisance Species (Weed)

Å Species that interferes with human activities

Characteristics of Invasive Plants

ǅLack predators, parasites, and disease to limit growth

ǅProduce many small seeds and reproduce early 

ǅMay reproduce both by seed and vegetative growth

ǅHave few special seed germination requirements

ǅñGeneralistsò capable of colonizing a wide range of sites

ǅMonopolize resources such as light and nutrients

ǅMay produce toxins that suppress the growth of 
other plants
